Another Life Changed
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My name is Horace Weaver, and I
was born in Columbus. Georgia.
My mom divorced my dad and
married my step-dad. When I was
three, my step-dad started to abuse
my sister and me. He whipped us
for no reason. but we were scared to
tell Mom because he threatened to
whip us again if we did. When I
was four. my step-dad’s brother
started keeping us while our mom
and step-dad worked. and he
molested us. When my step-dad
began to hit my mom. she divorced
him. Ever since then, my life has
been upside down. T started using
drugs at age twenty-two. It just
made things worse. I did not try to
do anything with my life, but I just
ran the streets. At age twenty-six. |
went to prison for ten years. Once
released. I worked at a construction
company for six months before
returning to drugs. [ came to a
rehabilitation center in Atlanta with
hopes to restart my life. again. Two
years later. I returned to drugs. I
went for help and was told that I
suffered from depression.  After
two months. I wanted to take my
life but could not. After that. I
could not stay with my sister any
more. So. I came to the Mission
and joined the discipleship
program. I have grown much since
then. When on the streets, I did not
know who I was. Now I know that
I am a child of God. 1 got saved at
the Mission: T accepted the Lord
Jesus Christ as my Saviour. When
on the streets, I did not know God.
That is what was missing in my life.
God is so good. He let His only
begotten Son die for my sins, and
He changed my life. Thank you.
God, for saving a wretch like me,
and thank you. Lord. for the Atlanta
City Baptist Rescue Mission.
