PAPUA NEW GUINEA

This May we went to PNG for the second time. I spent
the night in Cains, Australia where I got to have some
blessed fellowship with missionary Phil Hyland who is
starting a church in Ravenshoe, Australia.

This is a hard area and he needs special prayer for these
people. T caught a taxi to go to the airport at 3:30 the
next morning. An older lady named Lorna was driving
the cab she was seeking some help from the Lord, but
could find no church in Cains. I witnessed to her, gave
her some gospel literature and told her about Pastor
Dan Delong and later gave brother Dan her contact
numbers. Pastor Delong called me in June and said her
and her husband were coming to church and he had
gotten saved and was now in discipleship courses.

On Wednesday night I began meetings in Port Morsby
with Mindi Pombo in the capital city of PNG. It was
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mainly a local church meeting and we tried to exhort
the believers to revival. Next, it was on to Goroka,
where T met up with Missionary Dave Crowe. We
traveled 3 hours over rough mountain roads to the
village of Kagu. The mountains are 6,000 feet elevation
and noted for tribal wars, drugs and coffee beans. God
moved in the services and we saw 20 grown men and 4
grown ladies call on the Lord Jesus for salvation. Many
of these had been coming to the church for years but
would not get saved. The Spirit of God came in
quickening power and honored the seed that brother
Dave had been sowing and the preached Word of God.
The reports have been coming back that they are
walking with God and the move of the Lord is still

going on.

On Wednesday Brother Chris Dagan, myself and
several of the natives walked 3 hours to a place called
Karufi. This was the fourth trip Brother Chris was
making to preach the gospel to the village and thus far
no one was saved in the village. We were talking to the
tribal leaders outside the grass hut we were to assemble
in when 25 or so natives came wailing up the trail
mourning for someone who had died a week or so
earlier. They occupied the village meeting place so I
opened the Bible by the Coleman lantern and preached
the gospel to those outside the hut. Afterward looking
at the crowd I said you have heard the gospel three
times and thought on it for weeks, now is there anyone
ready to get saved tonight. Two men raised there hands,

one of them was serious and the other was just trying to
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
