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Brad is doing fine so far and traveled with me to the Homecoming Services of 
Shallowford Baptist Church near Winston-Salem, N.C. this past weekend.  We had great 
services and fellowship there and Brad seemed to really enjoy the trip.   We are 
continuing follow-up appointments with doctors and plan to have another round of Blood 
Tests next week to see if all the numbers are within range. He will have to keep a PICC 
line (a Peripheral Intravenous Central Catheter) in his arm in case he needs any further 
treatment or phlebotomies in the near future.  We hope to have the line removed if the 
blood tests next week are in normal range.  The unkeep for the line is difficult and 
presents another source of infection if it stays in too long. 
  
Thanks for your emails, cards and  prayers.  Brad was in the hospital when the typhoons 
hit the area of our mission works and I waited for a few days to hear of the damage and 
the needs of the students, staff, and alumni.   The college students  sent word to me not to 
worry about their recent problems with the typhoon damage.  They said they were more 
concerned about Brad and me and were praying for Brad's healing and our needs to be 
met.  (How very typical of their sincere attitude)  I told them that it would be proper to 
pray about both and God has graciously provided for all of us.  Thanks again.

You will see our students volunteering and 
working with police and military personnel carrying food and supplies across the river for 
the general needs of the city. Some of the police and military men are members of the 
home church and often call on the college students to help during a time of crisis.  Our 
students are strong and dependable and have built a good testimony with local 
government and military officials.

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College Alumni Randy Guadalupe (and family)sent this letter today showing some of the 
damage to their personal items and Mission house.  Most of our missionaries rent a 
building which is used for their personal residence and the place where the church meets.  
The severe typhoons sometime bring water levels up extremely fast.  Their area had 
water rise to about 6 feet in some places.  Families go into the upper rooms (if they have 
them) or they go into the attic or onto the roof of their dwelling to escape the rising 
waters.  There is little time to save personal items or church equipment and sometimes 
their is no place to take it upstairs.  These men wisely use their time and energy to gather 
their families and get them to safety.  This is another family that we will be helping with 
typhoon relief funds.

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These pictures show some of the damage done at one of our mission works where Jimmy 
Cologne and his family ministers.  The flash flood brought the water levels up to 4 and 5 
feet in his area and ruined hundreds of dollars of personal items and church equipment.  
The water rose so fast that many families barely escaped with their lives.  This is one of 
the families and mission works that we will help with the typhoon relief funds.  I will be 
sending them some funds this week to replace some of the most needed items and will get 
an itemized list of the needs for the future.  Thanks for helping with this relief project. 
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Brad and I came home this evening about 4 pm.  The long-awaited lab tests came back 
about 1 pm and showed that the IV antibiotic that the Dr. chose to treat Brad was the 
exact antibiotic required to destroy the bacteria.  Since the required treatment was to give 
this antibiotic for 7 days we had already completed the treatment regimen and Brad came 
home without any further treatment needed.  The doctor (Mrs. Jameson) came into the 
room at 1 pm. jumping up and down and laughing with the results in her hands.  She also 
had a few tears in her eyes...she almost scared Brad and I because we were beginning to 
close our eyes for rest after the noon meal.  It took a while to get all the wires and tubes 
unhooked and the paperwork done, but it was great to come home after almost 10 days at 
the hospital.  We are thankful for all the prayers and good wishes that we received these 
past 10 days.  We will have some follow-up appointments with doctors in the coming 
days but they do not expect Brad to have any lasting ill-effects from the infection.    
  
Philippines:  Pastor Carpio has had some contact with Cheryl Navarte who oversees the 
funds and the food at the Bible College and she said the situation in the city of Lagawe is 
very bad.  I will list some of the major concerns and situations. 
  
1.  the bridge entering the city from the south is damaged with one end down in the river.   
2.  all other bridges and roads coming in from the north are destroyed or made impassable 
by landslides. 
3.  the Philippine government predicts that it will take months to open the roads and 
repair some of the smaller bridges. 
4.  there has been a run on the bank in Lagawe and it is closed. 
5.  the food store has been emptied and closed. 
6.  Cheryl and the students must cross the wide river on a temporary foot bridge and try 
to get transportation to Solano to buy supplies. 
7.  food and supplies are double in price in the entire region and there are great 
shortages.  
8.  the college is almost out of propane for cooking and will  travel to Solano then bring it 
back and carry the tanks  across the foot bridge. 
9.  about 10 of our  teachers were trapped at the college for a week before the foot bridge 
was built for them to get back to their families. 
     they had almost no communication with their families during that week. 
  
Blessings:  
   1.  No one was hurt at the college. 
   2.  Power is partially restored. 
   3.  Pastor Carpio had the entire rice crop brought to the college and locked in a safe 
room BEFORE the typhoon hit. 
  
Some of you have notified me that you are sending some relief funds to help during this 
time of emergency.  I do not know all the situations which have  needs but I plan to send 
some money tomorrow from my own account to take care of some immediate needs.  I 
will continue to get as much information from the field as possible and give you updates. 
  
Here are some needs that have been given to me today: 
  
1.  Propane-filled bottles for cooking at the college. 
2.  Gasoline for the generator. 



3.  Large containers of bottled water. 
4.  Hire transportation (rent a jeepney) to carry supplies back to Lagawe.  Students will 
carry supplies across foot bridge. 
5.  Two of our graduates that I visited on my trip in May have been flooded out and lost 
all their possessions.  They barely         
      escaped with their lives when a flash flood caused water to rise to 6 feet in their house 
and church.  The city where they 
      minister (Cabanatuan) has been entirely under water.  A city of probably 200,000. 
6.  One graduate couple (Rommel and Emily) lost the roof from their rental house and 
had to relocate. 
6.  Many other supplies like medicine, meat, and personal items will have to be brought 
to the college. 
  
Please pray that our students will be safe during this time.  Crime is likely to 
increase and many people in the community know that we send help to the college 
during times of crisis.  The men will have to guard the rice crop and the supplies 
and be wise when they bring them back across the foot bridge and try to find 
transportation to take the supplies to the college.
