More than ever before, the Middle East is ready
to be won for Christ. Jesus wanted followers that
had a vision; “Where there is no vision, the peo-
ple perish.”

What a joy it is to know that God is giving us the
most powerful REVIVAL ever! Through my
contact with Bro. Sami and other pastors in
Egypt, Israel, Kuwait and Kenya, everyone with
great joy informs us about what is taking place
in their churches. There is a great move of the
Holy Spirit that most of our churches have never
seen before. The Middle East is truly frightening
to those who do not know the Lord as they
watch what is going on and ask, “What now?”
Thousands upon thousands are being killed
every day without Christ. Bro. Sami said that our
secretary called upon all the pastors to fast and
pray. With one mind and one accord, they com-
mitted to do so for 3 days, praying every day
from 7 am to 10 pm. Afterwards, people began
to run to Christ!

Remarkable News from Egypt

From Upper Egypt: People who had never
come to church and had never heard about salva-
tion began to be converted, crying out to Jesus to
come and save their souls. Hundreds have re-
ceived Christ. Actually, they could not count

them all. Sami said there have been over

600 profeSsions of faith in all 17
churches from Aswan (border of Sudan)
to Cairo!

Cairo churches: The churches are packed to
their capacity; many standing outside. 132 peo-
ple have given their lives to Christ! What a glo-
rious time!

Alexandria churches: I received a report from
5 churches of 77 people being saved! 5 people
from 75 to 85 years old were saved in Elajami
church and Eldawar church.

Things are not stable there. That is why I haven’t
received a report from the other 7 churches in
Alexandria.

Royal Conference Home: There were 3
churches totaling 760 people who came to the
Royal Baptist conference home. Each church
spent one week. 110 young people made profes-
sions of faith, 42 submitted for baptism.

Report from Israel

Praise God! He is truly moving in a great way in
some of our churches in Israel.

4 churches joined together for a summer confer-
ence in several places: one in Bethlehem; one at
Mt. Nazareth, where 38 people were saved; and
the third in Mt. Carmel, held under tent. Many
tourists, who were visiting there, attended the
service. All were German and their guide inter-
preted for them. Many Catholics attended the
service in Bethlehem. 19 of these surrendered
their lives to Christ, and were baptized the same
day in the Mediterranean.
