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Increased Vision for New Scripture Project

With the hiring of 10,000 teachers to teach English in the public schools, the joy and excitement of providing the Word of God to go
inthe classrooms continues to grow. Rejoice that the typesetting of the Georgian-English New Testament is complete. There are two
more proofreadings going on to ensure accuracy of both languages. We are printing a small edition of 5,000 copies at a cost of $2.36
each for an 800-page book. These will be distributed as soon as possible to see the acceptance with the schools and teachers and
also to make sure there are no mistakes. Then as God directs and provides, we will consider a larger print run by the end of 2011 or
early in 2012.
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Rejoice that of the needed $11,800.00 for the initial typesetting and printing of 5,000 copies, the Lord has provided $4,200.42. We
sent a wire of $6,000.00 on August 15th so that as soon as the proofreading is completed, plate making and printing can commence.
Please pray for prepared hearts of principals, teachers, and students, and that this great sowing opportunity in the public schools will
resultin a harvest of souls and even the planting of new Baptist churches in the Republic of Georgia. Pray and give to make this new
Scripture project a living reality.

New Project on the Horizon

For several years we've desired to be involved in providing Scriptures for Estonia. The Lord has
enabled us to provide 23,600 Bibles in 2007 and 2008 for Latvia and 25,000 Bibles in 2010 for
Lithuania. We wanted to complete the ministry to the Baltic States by printing Bibles or New
Testaments for Estonia. %

For some time we've been in contact with various folk about an accurate Hebrew Masoretic, Greek
Received Text Estononian Bible or New Testament, and in the last half year have found a New
Testament which seems to be the nearest to the Greek Received Text. A brother, Stephen Blowers,
who has labored in Estonia for about 19 years, recently visited our Asheville office bringing samples
of the New Testament. At the present we are having it proofread in comparison to the Russian
Synodal New Testament. The suggestions has been made to do a tri-lingual New Testament with
English, Russian, and Estonian. To do three columns is a new challenge for us -- we would ask for
your prayers, as we anticipate tackling this project before the end of 2011 or early 2012. Of course,
we have no idea of production costs or printing costs at this time. However, we are opening a fund
to commence this project which will require hours of computer work and proofreading.

Heaven Born Revival
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A genuine Heaven-born Revival will result in a general increase
of holiness and righteousness in the lives of the people affected.
That there are better morals and safer living in Great Britain to-
day than two hundred years ago is not so much due to educa-
tion and scientific enlightenment as to the Revivals of Knox and
Bunyan, the Wesleys, and Whitfield, and many others. Keswick
and similar conventions alone have done more to spread righ-
teousness than all the schools put together. Education without
sanctification will not bring us very far, and even cleanliness is
next to godliness.

To secure, then, Revivals at large, sound mathematics might
help us. One will chase a thousand, but two will put ten thou-
sand to flight. (Deut. xxxii. 30.) And again, "if two of you shall
agree" (Matt. xviii. 19).

There is a law of strength in unity, and it is applicable in the
spiritual realm as well as in the natural. But this unity, in mat-
ters of Revivals, must be based upon quality and not on quan-
tity. The same denominational flag alone will not do, it must be
a flag of the same spiritual principles. There were thirty-two thou-
sand who belonged to the same "Union" with Gideon. But thirty-
one thousand and seven hundred of them did not meet the Lord's
conditions, and had to retire, or they would have spoiled the
victory for the three hundred. When Achan was the cause of
defeat, it would have been no use for Joshua to bring up fresh
reinforcements. If Joshua had done that the whole of his army
would have perished, and he with it. The victory was achieved
not by addition, but by subtraction. This is the lesson that the
present-day Church has to learn -- the Lesson of Subtraction.
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
