New Couple to Labor Through Global Baptist Mission --
Brad and Laura Lindsey

Rejoice that the Lord has led Missionary Brad Lindsey and his wife Laura to la-
bor in a Hispanic ministry through Global Baptist Mission. The Board of Directors
in @ meeting on Friday, September 2nd, unanimously received the Lindsey family
as part of our Global Baptist family.

Both Brad and Laura were converted as youth, and Brad surrendered to preach .
at age 12, training at the Trinity Baptist College in Asheville. The Lindseys were : §
married in August, 2002, and the Lord led them into Hispanic ministry, laboring
firstin Peru and now in Spanish-speaking church planting in the Asheville, North
Carolina area. Brother Lindsey carries a burden for other Spanish-speaking coun-
tries and has ministered in Ecuador, Bolivia, and Costa Rica in recent years.

Until about two weeks ago, Brother Lindsey was working 40 hours a week but
had been seeking the Lord's leading for several months of stepping out in faith.
At present he is only working part-time, 20 hours a week. The Iglesia Bautista
de la Fe (Faith Baptist Church) met first in a storefront, and then in October, 2006, the Lord provided a church building which is stra-
tegically located in an area where many Hispanic families live. At present they have $800.00/month support and feel that they could
be full-time with $500.00 additional monthly support. Of course, with the Hispanic population in the United States of 50 million and
growing, we need five or six Hispanic Baptist churches in the Asheville area alone.

The Lord is moving among the Iglesia Bautista de Ia Fe, and they are desiring to and praying about organizing the church before the
end of 2011. Pray for them and their two precious children, Judson and Anna Grace. Pray for growth in each family attending the
services and for the Lord's supply of needed additional support to soon free Brother Lindsey financially to devote all of his energies

Increased Vision for New Scripture Project

With the hiring of 10,000 teachers to teach English in the public schools in the Republic of Georgia, the joy and excitement of
providing the Word of God to go in the classrooms continues to grow. Rejoice that the typesetting of the Georgian-English New
Testament is complete. There are two more proofreadings going on to ensure accuracy of both languages. We are printing a small
edition of 5,000 copies at a cost of $2.36 each for an 800-page book. These will be distributed as soon as possible to see the
acceptance with the schools and teachers and also to make sure there are no mistakes. Then as God directs and provides, we will
consider a larger print run by the end of 2011 or early in 2012. '
