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"Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he will send
forth labourers into his harvest" (Matthew 9:38).

This is one of the most important prayer requests that our
Lord Jesus Christ gave to His disciples. In | Corinthians 3:6-7
we're reminded of God's divine order of harvest by the Apostle
Paul: "I have planted, Apollos watered; but God gave the in-
crease. So then neither is he that planteth any thing, neither
he that watereth; but God that giveth the increase."

For the 5ast two years the Lord has led Dr. Dan Ferrell, pastor
of Morning Star Baptist Church in West Chester, Ohio, to is-
sue a call to Baptist churches to dedicate a weekend of prayer
in response to the Lord's command to pray for laborers for
"The harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few"
(Matthew 9:37).

Last year about 130 Baptist churches participated in the Bap-
tist Prayer Day. This year the Baptist Prayer Day is the week-
end of August 1st. We would encourage you to be a part of
this day.

We're encouraged by the desire of the different folk who labor
with Hispanics who want For Girls Only translated and cultur-
ally revised for Latinos. Missionary Bert Craft, who labors in
Oaxaca, Mexico, has a translation team who has been work-
ing on the book. God willing, it should soon be ready to send
to the printer. At this time we're not certain about the quantity
we should print or whether we will print in USA or Mexico.
When we printed 2,000 copies of this book in English the cost
was $2,376.00. I'm sure that the printing costs will be about
the same or perhaps slightly less if printed in Mexico. Pray for
the Lord to prepare hearts to receive this book and for the fi-
nances to print it.

With great thanks to the Great Triune God, Father, Son and
Holy Ghost, and His human instruments, the mailing of 72,605
Preacher's Packets of the six booklets and books to every
Baptist church of which we have been able to purchase an
address was completed May 5, 2010, as the last 10,892 pack-
ets reached the Dallas, Texas network distribution center.
These packets covered all the Baptist churches in Texas, all of
the Baptist churches in Oklahoma except for the Panhandle,
and parts of Arkansas, Louisiana, and New Mexico. Already,
we have received 27 responses of either thanks and/or re-
quests for more books or criticism.

Beginning in 2007

Our first mailing was in July 2007 to the Baptist churches of
North Carolina and parts of South Carolina, Tennessee, Vir-
ginia, and West Virginia.

From the very beginning of this project, the task humanly
speaking would have been impossible without our dedicated
staff, Brother Ben Wilkerson and Sister Neta Cox. Brother
Ben is my assistant and has labored with and for Global Bap-
tist Mission since 1991 while working with a ministry in New
York State. Since 2001 he has labored directly through our
Asheville office of Global Baptist Mission and the Russian
Bible Society. His job description is: "See what needs to be
done and do it." Sister Neta Cox labored with us from 1983 to
1990. Then the Lord brought her back in July 2006, and we've
been delighted to have her capable ministry once again
through the Russian Bible Society and Global Baptist Mission.

The first two teams of volunteers were led by Sister Darlene
Pittman from Grifton, North Carolina. She came in June 2007
bringing her two granddaughters Britney and Bridgett, and
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“We give thanks to God always for you all,
making mention of you in our prayers; Re-
membering without ceasing your work of
faith, and labour of love, and patience of
hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, in the sight of
God and our Father.”

(I Thessalonians 1:2-3)
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With all of the packets prepared and sent by September 2008,
we had sent packets to about 1/3 of all the Baptist churches in
America (of which we are able to get names and addresses).
